There are 5 touch and play boxes in rooms 2 bis, 3 bis, 5, 6 bis and 7 bis. They evoke in turn stone carving, bon
e work, woodwork, pottery and metallurgy.

Visual impairment
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There are 5 touch and play boxes specially adapted for visitors with visual impairments in rooms 2 bis, 3 bis, 5,
6 bis and 7 bis.

In each box visitors can use their sense of touch to appreciate a raw material, a reproduction of a prehistoric ob
ject and mouldings of objects from the museum collections. Short texts in large characters and Braille describe
the items in the touch boxes.
